With each conclave we have introduced features that have brought us closer to our core missions. We
have implemented a few new initiatives at TSC-III which deserve a few words here.

Unlike the previous two conclaves, which were mainly planned and executed by the board members,
this conclave was organized with active contribution from a group of dedicated students. This group
of students was called the “organizing committee” and was given a large part of the responsibility for
the preparation leading up to the conclave and the successful execution thereafter. This was a
deliberate step on our part to nurture a new generation of leaders to support and continue the work
of TS2.

In this conclave we had equal proportions of presentations from the experts and the students. We
believe this is an important step in empowering the young researchers by allowing them to present
their work and receive constructive feedback from the experts as well as their peers. By and large,
such an initiative creates an atmosphere of debate, discussion and a general understanding of
scientific research.

Also, for the first time we collaborated with a science-based Indian organization called the India
Bioscience based at the National Institute of Biological Sciences (NCBS) in Bangalore. This
collaboration led to a dedicated daylong workshop on the theme of “understanding scientific
research” and educational visits to a couple of reputed scientific institutions for the conclave
participants.

The conclave also featured a lecture on Buddhist philosophy by monastic scholars from Sera
monastery followed by an engaged dialogue session. The candid discussion on the various
philosophical perspectives drawn from Buddhism made the session provocative as well as
educational.
